On the eve of the United Nations MDG Review Summit in New York, “Stand Up, Take Action: Make Noise for the MDGs” will take
place around the world from Friday, September 17 to Sunday, September 19; last year over 173 million people participated. "Stand
Up" is a global mobilization effort that allows citizens to collectively voice demands to their leaders to come to the MDG Review
Summit prepared with an action plan to achieve the MDGs. This year, "Noise" will be generated in every form (i.e. drums, bells,
singing, stomping) around the world as a powerful signal to leaders that we will not remain silent in support of the MDGs. Starting
Monday, July 19th, events can be registered at www.standagainstpoverty.org.

UNITED STATES

ONE Launches Petition Asking President Obama to Keep Millennium Development Goals Pledge: ONE (MDG 8)

The ONE Campaign has launched a petition urging President Obama to lead the global effort to reach the Millennium Development
Goals (MDGs) by 2015. Last year, President Obama stood before the United Nations and made a powerful pledge to the world: "We
will support the Millennium Development Goals, and approach next year's Summit with a global plan to make...them a reality. And
we will set our sights on the eradication of extreme poverty in our time." That bold plan is due this September when world leaders
reconvene at the United Nations for the MDG Review Summit September 20 — 22.

InterAction’ Recommendations for White House on the Millennium Development Goals: USGLC, July 9 (MDG 8)

InterAction, the United States’ largest coalition of global poverty NGOs, recently unveiled a series of recommendations for the White
House to reaffirm its commitment to achieving the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs). As President Obama develops his plan
of action for the September MDG Summit, InterAction has underscored several initiatives that offer a quicker and more effective
path to reducing global hunger and improving primary education, gender equality and healthcare in the world’s Least Developed
Countries (LDCs).
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A Local Approach to Solving Problems with Foreign Aid: The Seattle Times, July 6 (MDG 8)

During a forum at Seattle University with discussions led by Senator Maria Cantwell and global development experts, Global
Washington — a broad-based membership association that promotes and supports the global development sector —
recommended that the US government create a national strategy to: (a) better clarify the goals of foreign aid; (b) align foreign aid
with the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs); (c) establish autonomy for the US Agency for International Development (USAID)
from the Departments of State and Defense; and, (d) base aid on the priorities of local recipients and proportionally target poorest
countries in most need.

CANADA

Health and Development Outcomes of the Canadian G8/G20 Summits: CSIS/KFF, July 7 (MDGs 4, 5, 6 & 8)

The Center for Strategic and International Studies (CSIS) Global Health Policy Center and the Kaiser Family Foundation hosted
experts who assessed the outcomes of the G8 and G20 Summits held in Canada. The discussion centered around the Canadian-led
Maternal and Child Health Initiative, the Muskoka Accountability Report tracking G8 member performance in meeting past
commitments, and action on food security and related development issues.

Study: Increasing HIV Drug Treatment Will Save Millions Through Prevention: The Canadian Press, July 7 (MDG 6)

A study from the British Columbia Center for Excellence in AIDS/HIV suggests that treating more HIV patients will prevent the spread
of the virus and significantly reduce health-care costs. It is the first study to gauge such economic benefits of treating more people
with highly active antiretroviral therapy, or HAART. Dr. Philip Berger, a Toronto physician, who treats AIDS patients in Lesotho said
the study provides solid evidence that the benefit of expanding treatment is far greater than to the individuals receiving the drugs.
"That could save thousands of lives and tens of millions of dollars," Berger indicated. "It is stronger evidence beyond just the ethical
requirement to treat individuals who need the drugs and aren't getting them, especially in developing countries."

Ottawa Pledges $20 Million for Science Education in Africa: The Globe and Mail, July 6 (MDGs 2 & 8)

Prime Minister Stephen Harper pledged $20 million for science education in Africa during a visit to the Perimeter Institute, an
independent research center devoted to theoretical physics. Funding will go to the Next Einstein Initiative, a project that aims to
nurture and support the brightest minds in Africa through a network of research centers. The initiative began seven years ago to
develop the scientific capacity of Africa as a way to promote prosperity.

UNITED NATIONS AND AROUND THE WORLD

South Africa Holds Education Summit Before World Cup Final: The Associated Press, July 11 (MDG 2)

Hours before the Dutch-Spanish World Cup final, South Africa President Jacob Zuma convened leaders from Burkina Faso, Kenya,
Togo, Mozambique, the Netherlands and Zimbabwe at an Education Summit in Pretoria. Zuma urged African leaders to ensure
parents don't have to pay school fees or buy uniforms and called on leaders from developed countries to honor pledges to support
education in poor countries. The summit is the culmination of 1GOAL, a campaign supported by football's governing body FIFA to
use the attention the World Cup commands to publicize the need to get more children into school.

Making 2010 a Turning Point for Women's Health: Inter Press Service, July 8 (MDG 5)

United Nations Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon wants 2010 to be "a turning point for women's and children's health". Ban indicated
that hundreds of thousands of women — 99 percent in the developing world — die annually as a result of pregnancy or childbirth,
adding "We know how to save their lives. We can do it with quality health systems, qualified medical staff, information and tools for
preventing and treating diseases such as malaria and HIV/AIDS."

Aid Shortfalls Could Deprive 32 Million African Children of an Education: UN News Center, July 7 (MDG 2)

The United Nations Education, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO), the UN agency tasked with promoting MDG 2:
Achieving Universal Primary Education, warned that a lack of adequate funding is undermining efforts by African countries to have
an estimated 32 million children who are currently out of school back into classrooms. “Education is Africa’s most powerful antidote
to poverty,” argued UNESCO Director-General Irina Bokova, adding “Leaders must...put their full support behind providing Africa’s
children with a quality education.”

Fund for Gender Egqguality Announces OvENFEMIBN7ZIMDGY Mi | | i on f o
In an effort to advance gender equality and women’s empowerment, the Fund for Gender Equality announced grants totaling more
than USS$27.5 million to recipients in 13 countries. According to Inés Alberdi, Executive Director of UNIFEM (a branch of UN Women),
“These grants are an important step to address what is now widely acknowledged: that despite commitments to promote gender
equality and women’s empowerment, there has been consistent under-investment. With only five years left to achieve the
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Millennium Development Goals (MDGs)...it is more important than ever to focus funds directly on implementing practical actions
that will make a difference in the lives of women and men on the ground.”

REPORTS AND PUBLICATIONS

End Water Poverty Releases Advocacy Guide on UN Millennium Development Goals Summit: (MDG 7)

End Water Poverty’s Advocacy Guide has been produced to help activists organize lobbying activities in order to influence the
outcome of the UN’s High-Level Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) Summit in September 2010. An appendix is also included to
help organize poverty hearings focused on water and sanitation to better influence national governments ahead of the Summit.
Current trends suggest the goal for sanitation in Sub-Saharan Africa will not be met until the 23rd century.

Voices of the Vulnerable: Recovery from the Ground Up: UN Global Pulse (MDG 1)

This report assesses how people living in poverty and vulnerability have experienced the global crisis. In the face of the global
financial crisis, where countries have been resilient and are returning to growth, the day-to-day costs of the crisis have been
disproportionately high for many households of poor and vulnerable people. The qualitative findings presented in this report reveal
that where immediate impacts appear not to have been severe, the ongoing erosion of resilience has the potential to damage
longer-term development prospects.

UN Development Program Washington Roundtable: 2010 Millennium Development Goals Summit: July 14

On Wednesday, July 14, United Nations Development Program (UNDP) will host a roundtable entitled “Keeping the Promise:
Towards an Acceleration Agenda for the 2010 MDG Summit” to discuss the UNDP’s report, What Will it Take to Achieve the MDGs?:
An International Assessment. The panelists include Thomas Beck, Senior Advisor, Bureau for Policy, Planning & Learning, USAID;
Lindsay Coates, Vice President for Policy and Communications, InterAction; Paul Ladd, Senior Advisor, MDG Cluster, Bureau for
Development Policy, UNDP; Leonardo Martinez-Diaz, Senior Advisor, Bureau for Policy, Planning & Learning, USAID. David Yang,
Senior Advisor, UNDP/Washington will moderate the discussion.

UN Foundation and Better World Campaign Announce Journalism Fellowship: The MDGs in 2010: July 6

In an effort to educate Washington, DC-based journalists and offer unprecedented access to policymakers in this arena, the United
Nations Foundation and Better World Campaign announced a special fellowship for journalists on the Millennium Development
Goals (MDGs). The MDGs will dominate public discussion in September when world leaders gather at the United Nations in New
York for a historic summit to monitor progress on combating global poverty.

Millennium Development Goals iPhone Application - Available Soon: United Nations Publications

The United Nations will launch a free iPhone application allowing you to check the progress towards meeting the targets of the
Millennium Development Goals (MDGs). In 2000 world leaders came together at United Nations Headquarters in New York to adopt
the UN Millennium Declaration, committing their nations to a new global partnership to reduce extreme poverty by 2015. This
September, world leaders will reconvene to establish a plan of action to accelerate progress.
